THE MANAGEMENT 

MURCHI SON SCHRAMM BRANDT 

The same management team that started with the Dallas Cowboys 
in 1960 began its 24th season intact in 1983, a remarkable achievement 
and a key factor in the club's success. 

Under the direction of Chairman of the Board Clint W. Murchison 
Jr., President and General Manager Tex Schramm, Vice President for 
Personnel Development Gil Brandt and Coach Tom Landry, the Dallas 
Cowboys have developed into a model of consistency on the field that 
is a re.lection of the team's stability in the front office. 

The Cowboys' management has steered the club through an NFL 
record 17 straight winning seasons, 16 trips to the playoffs, a record 
five Super Bowl appearances and two world championships. 

Schramm oversees the day·to·day operation of the Cowboys. In 
1966 he was named president of the team, but also retained his posi­
tion as general manager. 

A journalism graduate of the University of Texas, Schramm joined 
the Los Angeles Rams as publicity director in 1947 after two years 
as a sports writer and sports editor at the Austin American-Statesman. 
In a 10-year career with the Rams he rose from publicity director, 
to assistant to the president, to general manager. 

Schramm left the Rams in 1957 to join CBS as assistant director 
of sports. He put together the first network telecast of the Olympics, 
but following those Winter Games of 1960 in Squaw Valley, Calif., 
Schramm returned to pro football upon being hired by Clint Murchison 
to run the new Dallas NFL franchise. 

In the spring of 1977 Schramm received an honorary degree 
(Doctor of Humane Letters) from California Lutheran College. After 
the Cowboys won the Super Bowl that season Schramm was named 
NFL Executive of the Year by the Sporting News, and in 1978 he re· 
ceived the Bert Bell Award for outstanding executive leadership in the 
NFL. 

Brandt directs the Cowboys' scouting operation and supervises 
the signing of all players. A Milwaukee native and graduate of the 
University of Wisconsin, Brandt was a baby photographer and part­
time scout for the Rams under Schramm when his flair for discovering 
talent led to his being hired by the Cowboys. 
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THE 
COACH 

Mysteries beget questions. The Tom Landry mystery begets these: 
" How does he do it? How does he keep the Cowboys winning yea r after 
year after year? ... " 

Landry has become one of the most unique success stories in NFL 
coaching history. In a business of few secrets, Tom Landry has accom· 
plished something to which all coaches aspire but few attain - con· 
sistently fielding championship caliber teams. He has driven the Cow· 
boys through the barriers that send most NFL clubs through cycles of 
ups and downs. 

Starting as a 35-yea r·old rookie head coach with an expansion team 
in 1960, Landry endured five straight losing seasons before fi nishing 
7.7 in 1965. The club's record through the first six years was a dismal 
25-53·4. 

But beginning with a 10·3·1 mark in 1966, the Cowboys' ledger 
reads 177·62·2, giving Dallas the NFL's best record over the past 17 
years. The Cowboys own the NFL's best record since the 1970 NFL·AFL 
merger, 135·50. They also had the league's best record of the 1970s, 
105-39, 119·46 including playoffs. 

Landry has guided the Cowboys through an NFL-record 17 consecu­
tive winning seasons, including 16 t rips to the playoffs for appearances 
in a league-record 34 playoff games. Landry's clubs have won 12 d ivision 
championships and five NFC championships for a record five Super 
Bowl trips. The Cowboys have advanced to 10 of 13 NFC Champion· 
ship Games since the game was instituted in 1970. And the Cowboys 
have won two world championships with victories in Super Bowls VI 
and XII. 

The dean of NFL coaches in his 24th season, Landry ranked t h i rd 
on the list of all-time winningest NFL coaches with a 202-115·6 regular 
season record (plus 20-14 in playoffs) entering 1983, trailing only 
George Halas (320 victories) and Curly Lambeau (231). 

Landry, the winningest active coach in the NFL, is one of o nly 
four coaches with 200 NFL victories. Only Lambeau, who coached 
Green Bay 29 straight seasons from 1921-49, has coached an NFL 
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team for more consecutive years than Landry has coached the Cowboys. 
Recognized as one of football's greatest innovators, Landry be· 

lieves the most important quality he must convey to his players is 
leadership. 

"What they see in me, hopefully, is that I'm always in control of 
the situation," Landry says, "and they're confident it will work out the 
way it should. That's leadership in a strong way. Players look at the 
coach first. If he doesn't appear confident, or looks defeated, then all 
of a sudden they are defeated. That's the one thing I hope they see 
in me - that I am in control of the situation and I am confident things 
will work out." 

What does Landry enjoy most from his work? 
"Watching young players develop," he explains. "That's why you're 

in this business - to work with young players, see their enthusiasm, 
see them achieve and reach their potential. It gives you a good feeling." 

Wrote former Cowboys quarterback Roger Staubach in his auto· 
biography, "In composite I remember him as a towering figure. To me 
he was, is and always will be special - a man apart from other men. 
What made him so, beyond his brilliant technical grasp of football, were 
two bedrock Landry characteristics: enormous self·discipline and con· 
sistency. Landry is the rock against which we all lean, often without 
realizing it, at some point during our careers." 

* * * 
Thomas Wade Landry was born in Mission, Texas, on Sept. 11, 

1924. He was an All-Regional fullback at Mission High School before 
enrolling at the University of Texas. Following one semester he joined 
the Air Corps and flew 30 B-17 missions with the Eighth Air Force in 
World War II. 

In November 1945 he was discharged as a first lieutenant and 
returned to Texas where he became a star fullback and defensive back, 
earning All-Southwest Conference honors as a junior and co-captaining 
the Longhorns as a senior. With Landry's help Texas beat Alabama in 
the 1948 Sugar Bowl and Georgia in the 1949 Orange Bowl. 

Landry played for the New York Yankees of the All-America Con· 
ference in 1949 before joining the NFL's New York Giants the next year. 
He was a mainstay in the Giants' defensive secondary through 1955, 
the last two years as a player-coach. He earned All·Pro honors in 1954. 

Following his retirement as a played in 1955, Tom served as the 
Giants' defensive coach through 1959. Giants Head Coach Jim Lee 
Howell called him "the best defensive coach in the business." 

Coach Landry and wife Alicia, whom he met at Texas, have three 
children - Tom Jr., an attorney and oilman, Kitty and Lisa. Kitty pre· 
sented Tom with his first grandchild - Ryan Edward Phillips - on 
June 26, 1980. 

Landry is an inspirational leader to many because of his principles 
and ach;evements. Tom devotes much of his spare time to the Fellow­
ship of Christian Athletes and serves on the Board of Trustees of the 
National FCA. 

Coach Landry was a national Horatio Alger Award winner in 1983 
for his inspirational rise to prominence. In 1981 the NFL Alumni Asso­
ciation presented him with its highest honor, the Order of the Leather 
Helmet, for distinguished service to football. Also in 1981 he was 
named the man of the year by the Football News. 
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Tom received the 1980 Vince Lombardi Dedication Award from 
the Wisconsin Chapter of the Pro Football Writers Association. Also in 
1980 California Lutheran College, home of the Cowboys' annual training 
camp, established the Landry Medal, awarded annually to a person who 
has distinguished himself in his profession and serves as an inspiration 
to American youth. 

Landry earned a degree in business at Texas and one in industrial 
engineering from the University of Houston. He holds honorary degrees 
from California Lutheran College (Doctor of Humane Letters), John 
Brown University (Doctor of Humanities), Southwest Baptist College 
(Doctor of Laws) and Indiana Central University (Doctor of Laws). In 
1978 he was inducted into the Texas Sports Hall of Fame.

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THE COACHING STAFF 
Jim Myers 

Assistant Head Coach • Offensive Line 

Under the guidance of Jim Myers, the Cow­
boys' offensive line consistently ranks among the 
best in the NFL. Myers has developed All-Pro and 
Pro Bowl players Ralph Neely, John Niland, Ray­
field Wright, Blaine Nye, Herbert Scott and Pat 
Donovan. 

Myers' specialty is converting college defensive 
linemen into top NFL offensive linemen, including Nye, Donovan, John 
Fitzgerald and Kurt Petersen. 

Myers joined the Cowboys in 1962. He was head coach at Iowa 
State in 1957 and head coach and athletic director at Texas A&M from 
1958-61. In 1977 Tom Landry turned over some of his duties to his 
long-time aide, naming Jim to the newly created post of assistant head 
coach. Myers has the longest tenure on the Cowboys' assistant coaching 
staff, 22 years. 

A native of Madison, W. Va. (11/12/21), Myers was an outstand­
ing lineman at the University of Tennessee in 1941-42 and at Duke 
in the Marine Corps V-12 program in 1943. 

Prior to becoming head coach at Iowa State. Myers served as an 
assistant at Wofford College, Vanderbilt and UCLA. In 1978 he received 
the Distinguished American Award from the East Tennessee Chapter 
of the National Football Foundation and Hall of Fame. 

Jim serves on the board of directors of the Dallas chapters of the 
Boys Clubs of America and the Fellowship of Christian Athletes. He 
also serves on the Dallas Father of the Year Council and on the board 
of the Lovers Lane Methodist Church in Dallas. 

Jim and wife Carolyn have three daughters - Susan, Kathy and 
Carol - and eight grandchildren. 
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Ermal Allen 
Research and Development 

Recognized as one of the foremost authorities 
on the NFL, Ermal Allen, in his 22nd season with 
the Cowboys, studies and evaluates all players and 
teams in the league. The reports of Ermal and Neill 
Armstrong provide the basis for the formulation of 
the Cowboys' game plans. 

Allen coached the Cowboys' offensive backfield 
from 1962·69 following 14 years as an assistant coach at his alma 
mater, the University of Kentucky. Ermal served under Paul "Bear" 
Bryant from 1948·53 and under Blanton Collier from 1954·61. 

Ermal played quarterback for Coach Bryant at Kentucky from 
1939·41 and also played varsity basketba ll under Coach Adolph Rupp. 
Ermal was a member of the Fort Benning and Army all-star football 
teams during World War II and he played one season at defensive back 
with the Cleveland Browns in the All-America Conference in 1947. 

Born Christmas Day, 1920, in Kylesford, Tenn., Ermal is a scratch 
golfer who twice won the Kentucky Amateur championship, beating 
Bobby Nichols in 1955 and Frank Beard in 1958. 

Ermal and wife Allie have three children - Ken, Ann and Amy -
and eight grandchildren. 

Neill Armstrong 
Research and Development 

Neill Armstrong joined the Cowboys in 1982, 
bringing 27 years of coaching experience, including 
10 as a head coach, to the team. Neill works w ith 
Ermal Allen scouting all teams and players in the 
NFL. 

Armstrong compiled a 30·34 record in four 
seasons (1978·81) as head coach of the Chicago 

Bears before coming to Dallas. He directed the Bears to the playoffs 
in 1979 with a 10·6 finish. Before joining the Bears he was an assistant 
coach with the Minnesota Vikings for nine years, seven as defensive 
coordinator. 

Armstrong led the Edmonton Eskimos to the Canadian Football 
League playoffs three times during a six-year reign as head coach from 
1964·69. Neill began his professional coaching career wi th the Houst on 
Oilers in 1962·63 following seven years (1955·61) as an assistant at 
his alma mater, Oklahoma State. 

A native of Tishomingo, Okla. (3/9/26), Armstrong was an All· 
America receiver at Oklahoma State (then Oklahoma A&M) from 1943· 
46. He was the Philadelphia Eagles' No. 1 draft choice in 1947. He 
played on two NFL championship teams in five seasons (1947-51) with 
the Eagles. He played for the Winnipeg Blue Bombers in 1951·53·54. 

Neill and wife Jane have three children - Neill Jr., David and Gail 
- and three grandchildren. 
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Al Lavan 
Running Backs 

Following eight years of coaching in college 
and the pros, Al Lavan became the Cowboys' run· 
ning backs coach in 1980. Under Lavan the Cow­
boys' running game has remained one of the most 
feared in the NFL. Tony Dorsett, Ron Springs, 
Timmy Newsome and James Jones all have ma­
tured under Lavan's tutelage. 

Lavan coached running backs at Stanford in 1979 after two years 
at Georgia Tech handling receivers and running backs. He directed 
defensive backs and special teams for the Atlanta Falcons in 1975 
and '76. 

Lavan began his coaching career in 1972 as receivers coach at 
his alma mater, Colorado State. He moved to Louisville to coach de· 
fensive backs in 1973 before being named receivers coach at Iowa 
State in 1974. The next season he returned to the Falcons as a coach. 

A native of Pierce, Fla. (9/13/46), Lavan was a defensive back 
and place kicker at Colorado State and was drafted in the eighth round 
by Philadelphia in 1968. He played defensive back for the Eagles in 
1968, then for Atlanta in 1969 and '70. 

Al and wife Bessie have three children - Travis, Douglas and 
Maeleeke. 

Alan Lowry 
Special Teams 

Alan Lowry was named Cowboys special teams 
coach in 1982 after five seasons as defensive 
backfield coach of his alma mater, the University 
of Texas. 

Lowry is one of the few football players in 
Southwest Conference history to earn All -Confer· 
ence honors both as an offensive and defensive 
star. He was a defensive back at Texas in 1970 and '71 when the 
Longhorns won a national and two conference championships. Lowry 
was All·SWC in 1971. 

In 1972 Lowry was switched to quarterback and earned confer­
ence honors again in leading Texas to a 10·1 season, including a come· 
from·behind victory over Alabama in the Cotton Bowl. • 

After receiving his degree in physical education, Lowry served as 
an assistant coach at Virginia Tech in 1974. He joined the Wyoming 
staff under Fred Akers in 1975, but resigned that post in the summer 
of 1976. 

Lowry worked for the Cowboys' scouting department in the fall 
of 1972 before joining Akers' staff at Texas in December 1976. 

Lowry is a native of Irving, Texas (11/21/50), home of Texas 
Stadium. His wife's name is Donna. 
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Dick Nolan 
Receivers 

Veteran NFL coach Dick Nolan returned to 
the Cowboys in 1982 as receivers coach. Dick was 
a player-coach for the Cowboys in 1962 and the 
team's defensive coach from 1963-67. 

Nolan left the Cowboys to become head coach 
of the San Francisco 49ers from 1968-75. His 
teams won the NFC West championship in 1970, 

'71 and '72. He was NFC coach of the year in 1970. 
Nolan joined New Orleans as linebackers coach in 1977 and was 

head coach of the Saints from 1978-80. Dick was the defensive coor· 
dinator of the Oilers in 1981 before returning to Dallas last year. 

Nolan and Tom Landry were defensive back teammates w ith the 
New York Giants in 1954 and '55 when Tom was a player-coach. Nolan 
also played under Landry in 1956, '57 and '59 when Tom was New 
York's defensive coach. Nolan played for the Chicago Cardinals in 1958 
before returning to the Giants for the next three seasons. 

Born in Pittsburgh, Pa. (3/26/32), and raised in White Plains, 
N.Y., Nolan was a two-way star football player at the University of 
Maryland from 1951·53. He played offensive and defensive halfback 
on Maryland's 1953 national championship team. 

Dick and wife Ann have six children - Richard Jr., Nancy, M ichael, 
Kelly, Lisa and Jimmy. 

Jim Shofner 
Quarterbacks 

The newest member of Tom Landry's staff is 
Jim Shofner, an 18·year coaching veteran who 
joined the Cowboys in February. 

Shofner was an NFL assistant coach with 
Houston, Cleveland and San Francisco and head 
coach at his alma mater, Texas Christian Univer· 
sity, from 1974·76. 

Jim starred in football and baseball at TCU from 1955-57. He 
turned down a professional baseball career with Detroit to join the 
Cleveland Browns where he played defensive back from 1958·63. 

Shofner's coaching career began in 1964 as an aide at TCU. He 
became defensive backfield coach of the 49ers in 1967, but was re· 
assigned to coach quarterbacks and receivers in 1968 when Dick Nolan 
became the 49ers' head coach. Jim remained at San Francisco until 
1973, leaving to return to TCU. 

Shofner handled quarterbacks for the Cleveland Browns from

He 
also received a 1982 national Boys Clubs Alumni of the Year Award 
and a 1983 Dallas Father of the Year Award .

Ernie Stautner 
Defensive Coordinator • Defensive Line 

Under the direction of Pro Football Hall of 
Farner Ernie Stautner, the Cowboys consistently 
field excellent defenses and All-Pro defensive line­
men like Bob Lilly, George Andrie, Harvey Martin, 
Randy White, Ed Jones and John Dutton. 

The Cowboys' famed " Doomsday Defense" 
began to emerge shortly after Stautner's arrival 
as defensive line coach in 1966. Ernie also helped fashion "Doomsday 
II," which carried Dallas to its second Super Bowl title in 1977. 

Ernie was an All-Pro defensive end and tackle with the Pittsburgh 
Steelers where he played for 15 years (1950·64) despite being rela­
tively small at 6-0, 235 pounds.

As a coach he helped develop his successors at 
the critical middle spot, Lee Roy Jordan and Bob 

Breunig. Tubbs, Jordan and Breunig all have played in the Pro Bowl. 
Tubbs played for the Cowboys for eight seasons (1961-67), serving 

as player-coach the last two. He was the Cowboys' first All -Pro and 
Pro-Bowl linebacker (1962) and was known as one of the most aggres­
sive players in the game. 

Jerry has coached four Pro Bowl linebackers in Dallas - Jordan, 
Breunig, Chuck Howley and Thomas Henderson. 

Born in Breckenridge, Texas (l/23/35), Jerry was an All-America 
center-linebacker for Bud Wilkinson's unbeaten Oklahoma teams from 
1954·56. Tubbs was the Walter Camp Award winner in 1956 as the 
nation's outstanding player. 

He was drafted in the first round by the Chicago Cardinals in 
1957 and also played for the 49ers before coming to Dallas. 

Jerry and wife Marlene have two children - Alan and Kayla.

Dr. Bob Ward has Cowboys players enthusias­
tically participating in his innovative conditioning 
programs, which include running, weightlifting, flex· 
ibility training and diet.

and their 10th road opener without a Joss. The club holds the NFL 
record of 17 straight opening-game victories from 1965-81. 

Cowboys extending their NFL record of consecutive winning seasons 
to 18. 

Cowboys setting a league record with their ninth straight playoff ap· 
pearance. The club shares the mark of eight in a row (1966-73 
and 1975·82) with Pittsburgh (1972·79) and the Los Angeles Rams 
(1973-80). It would be the Cowboys' 17th appearance in the play· 
offs in the past 18 years. 

Cowboys improving their all-time Texas Stadium record of 79-17, in· 
eluding playoff games (1971-82).

Drew Pearson passing Bob Hayes as the club's all-time receiving yard· 
age leader. Drew enters 1983 with 7,277 yards, 18 fewer than Hayes' 
7,295 yards from 1965·74. Drew needs six catches to tie Haven 
Moses for 20th place on the list of pro football's all-time lead'ng 
receivers with 448 receptions. With 65 playoff catches for 1,056 
yards, Pearson also can become the NFL's all-time leading playoff 
receiver. Oakland's Fred Biletnikoff is No. 1 with 70 catches for

Danny White moving into the top five on the list of pro football's all-time 
leading passers. White needs 323 attempts to reach the 1,500 needed 
to qualify for the all·time rankings. White's career rating is 83.1 on 
1,177 attempts. Roger Staubach is the NFL's all-time leader at 83.5, 
followed by Sonny Jurgensen at 82.8. 

Rafael Septien becoming the first !'1ember. of the Co~boys to s~ore 
500 points. He is the club's all-time leading scorer w•!h 462 por.nts. 

Randy White earning consensus All-Pro honors for the sixth year m a 
row, tying Bob Lilly's team record (1964·69). 

Harvey Martin leading the Cowboys in quarterback t~aps for the 11th 
straight season, every one since joining the club m 1973. 

Billy Joe DuPree extending his consecutive games played streak of 143, 
third longest in club history to Bob Lilly's 196 and Cornell Green's 
168. 

Everson Walls becoming the first player to lead the NFL in interceptions 
three times, and the first to lead the league in interceptions three 
years in a row. 

Dennis Thurman adding to his career playoff interception total of seven. 
He is tied with Oakland's Willie Brown for second in NFL career 
playoff interceptions. Former Cowboys safety Charlie Waters and 
Bill Simpson of the Rams and Buffalo share the record with nine 
each.

on special teams. He played a few series at center against Houston 
(12/13) when Tom Rafferty was injured. "Brian showed us some ability 
last year," Tom Landry says. "He's got the size and speed to develop 
into a good player at center or guard." With Robert Shaw's retirement 
and Glen Titensor also swinging between center and guard, Baldinger 
could be a key reserve in 1983.

In 
training camp last year he won the starting strong safety position va­
cated by retired Charlie Waters. Benny finished fourth o n the club i n 
tackles in 1982. "I'm glad I'm back at strong safety because now I feel 
I have something to prove," says Barnes, the sen ior member of the 
Dallas defense. "Right now I feel like a rookie again and the feel ing is 
great._" In 19~1 , as a third·down specialist and backup safety, Benny 
contributed his second career touchdown, a 72-ya rd fumble return at 
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BARNES, Cont. 
San Francisco (10/11). A free agent find after being overlooked in the 
draft, Barnes spent his first four seasons as a backup corner before 
winning a starting job in 1976. One of the club's best ever special teams 
players, Barnes won the Cowboys' special teams player of the year 
award in 1977. The burden of his career has been an injured right foot, 
which has required surgery three times since he broke it in 1974 at 
Cleveland (12/7). He was sidelined for the first five games of 1980 
after an emergency appendectomy was performed in Washington the 
morning of the season opener (9/8). Despite his sore foot, Barnes led 
the team in interceptions in 1978 and enjoyed an outstanding '79 sea­
son, sharing the team lead in interceptions and fumble recoveries.

"He's the one who makes us go ~n 
offense." That fact is best illustrated by the Cowboys' 31 ·2 record in 

Dorsett's 100-yard games. "Tony is the epitome of an artist, " says NFL 
career rushing leader Jim Brown. "There is no small back in football 
who can touch him. He's the fastest runner in the league without a 
doubt and he has great moves to go along with the speed." In 1982 
Dorsett captured his first NFC rushing title and established an un­
breakable NFL record when he raced 99 yards for a touchdown at 
Minnesota (1/3/83). He's the only NFL runner ever to gain 1,000 yards 
in each of his first five seasons. That streak, which was 11 consecutive 
l,OOO·yard seasons counting high school and coll ege, was broken last 
year due to the strike, although counting his 266 playoff yards Tony's 
season total was 1,011 yards. In '81 Dorsett was the NFL's second­
leading rusher with a club-record 1,646 yards.

PRO: The football career of Ed "Too Tall" Jones 
has taken off and now soars where most thought 
it would after the Cowboys made him the first selec· 
tion in the 1974 NFL draft. Since re-signing with 
the Cowboys on July 8, 1980 after spending 1979 as a professional 
boxer, Jones has become a dominant player. He was voted to the Pro 
Bowl in 1981 and '82, was named All -Pro in '81 by the NEA and in 
'82 by AP. He also was a second-team All-Pro choice by the NEA and 
a second-team All·NFC pick by UPI last season. Too Tall had his th ird 
career i nterception last year, against New Orleans (12/19), and caused 
the fumble that resulted in Michael Downs' 86-yard touchdown return 
at Houston (12/13).

With our offense revolving around the 
tailback, you've got to have a good one behind Tony Dorsett." Accord· 
ing to conditioning coach Bob Ward, Newsome is pound·for·pound the 
strongest man on the t eam. He can bench·press 410 pounds. Last year 
Newsome won Ward's "Preseason Challenge" conditioning program 
competition.

Pro Football Hall of Fame in 1980, Pearson has earned a niche as one 
of the top clutch receivers in football history. His most memorable 
catches form a list of some of the great moments in Cowboys history 
- an 83-yard fourth-quarter touchdown reception to beat the Rams in 
the 1973 playoffs; a 50-yard scoring catch in the closing seconds to beat 
Washington on Thanksgiving Day 1974; the 50-yard "Ha:I Mary" touch· 
down reception in the final 20 seconds to beat Minnesota in the '75 
playoffs; two touchdown catches in the final 3:40 at Atlanta in the '80 
playoffs, the second with 42 seconds left, to rally the Cowboys past the 
Falcons 30-27. Drew became the Cowboys' all-time leading receiver in 
1980 when he passed Bob Hayes' mark of 365 catches. Drew entered his 
11th season needing 18 yards to catch Hayes' team leadersh ip in career 
receiving yardage of 7,295 yards. He also needs only six more recep­
tions to move into the top 20 on the list of pro football's all-time 
leading receivers. Pearson's 65 career receptions in the playoffs is 
second in NFL history to Fred Biletnikoff's 70 for Oakland, and Drew's

land-Miami's Paul Warfield's 1,121. Pearson has caught !?asses in every 
playoff game in which he's played, a club record 21 straight. Drew was 
named All- Pro and to the Pro Bowl in 1974, '76 and '77. He led NFC 
pass catchers in '76 with 58 receptions and he holds the club record 
for catching passes in 58 consecutive games. He entered 198? with a 
streak of catches in 38 straight regular-season games, last being shut 
out by Tampa Bay on Sept. 21, 1980.

PRO: After starting at right guard from 1977-
80, versatile Tom Rafferty was pressed into service Ila 
at center when Robert Shaw went down with a / 
knee injury in the second game of the 1981 season. 
Rafferty has started the past 28 games at center over the past two years, 
including five in the playoffs, and has steadily improved. He received 
game balls from the coaching staff last season following victories over 
Cleveland (11/25) and in the playoffs over Tampa Bay (1/9/83). Raf­
ferty also teamed with guard Herbert Scott on a "fold" block that 
cleared the way for Tony Dorsett's record-setting 99-yard touchdown run 
at Minnesota (1/3/83).

Rohrer got into eight games 
last year on special teams and contributed a fumble recovery that set 
up a field goal in the playoffs against Green Bay. He spent the rest of 
his time learning the outside linebacker position. "Rohrer has a lot of 
potential," Tom Landry says. "He's got to come in now and play foot· 
ball. You've got a lot to work with from an athletic standpoint. He's got 
excellent size and movement." GAMES: 1982 (8). 

COLLEGE: Rohrer was the highest NFL draft choice from Yale since 
1969 when the Cowboys chose Calvin Hill in the first round. In 1981 
Jeff was named to the Coaches All·lvy League and the Coaches All-New 
England first teams after leading Ivy co-champ Yale in tackles with a 
school-record 136 stops (71 solo). An inside linebacker, Rohrer finished 
as the Bulldogs' second leading tackler in 1980 with 110 stops despite 
missing the final three games with a broken ankle.

PRO: The Cowboys' most honored active of· 
fensive linemen are Pat Donovan and quiet, unas­
suming Herbert Scott, who lets his All -Pro per· 
formance on the field speak for itself. Rising from 

the obscurity of being a 13th-round draft pick from little Virginia Union, 
Scott made the team in 1975 as one of the "Dirty Dozen" rookies who 
helped lead the Cowboys into Super Bowl X. Scott beat out former All· 
Pro John Niland, who was traded to Philadelphia. The following year 
Scott won the regular left guard position and since 1978 he's been 
collecting a host of honors. He was named first-team All-NFC four 
straight years (1978-81) by UPI, and by the Sporting News in 1979. He 
was chosen by his peers to play in the Pro Bowl three times in a row 
(1979-81). In 1980 Herb became the club's first All-Pro offensive line­
man since Rayfield Wright in 1975 when he was named first-team All· 
NFL by the AP and the Newspaper Enterprise Association. Herb achieved 
All-Pro status again in 1981, according to AP, the Sporting News and 
NEA (second team) . Last year a knee injury in the preseason finale 
against Houston derailed Scott's season.

PRO: In 1982 Rafael Septien became the Cow· 
boys' all·time leading scorer, finishing his fifth sea· 
son in Dallas with 462 career points to break Bob 
Hayes' previous mark of 456. Septien's career-best 
53-yard field goal at Houston (12/ 13) was the NFC's longest of the 
season and his 50-yarder against Green Bay (1/16/83) tied Miami's 
Garo Yepremian for the second longest field goal in playoff history. 
Rafael holds the NFL playoff records for field goal accuracy and con· 
secutive field goa ls made. He has converted 17·of·19 field goal tries in 
the playoffs for an 89.5 percent rate, including 15 in a row from Super 
Bowl XIII (1/21/79) until a miss in last season's NFC title game 
(l/22/83). He's also made all 39 of his extra point attempts in the 
playoffs, 10 shy of George Blanda's NFL record. Inside the 40-yard line 
Septien is uncannily accurate with 80 field goals in 92 attempts (87 
percent). His 68.6 career field goal percentage is tops in Cowboys his· 
tory. Rafael has led the club in scoring for the past five years. His best 
season was in 1981 when he tied Detroit's Ed Murray for the NFL 
scoring lead, set team records with 121 points, 27 field goals and nine 
consecu~ive field goals made, tied the club record of four field goals 
in a game twice (against Washington and New England) and became 
the Cowboys' all-time career field goal leader. His 1981 performance 
earned Sep~ien consensus All ·Pro honors, his first trip to the Pro Bowl 
and Pro Football Weekly's Golden Toe Award as the NFL's top kicker. 
Drafted by New Orleans in the 10th round in 1977, Septien was released 
during training camp and signed by the Rams. A consensus all-rookie 
selection and the NFC's fourth-leading scorer in '77, Septien was beaten 
out in '78 by Frank Corral and released by the Rams after the final 
preseason game. The Cowboys immediately signed him (8/30) to 
replace Efren Herrera, who had been traded to Seattle. The biggest 
moment of his first Cowboys season came at St. Louis (10/ 15) when 
he kicked a 47-yarder into the wind 3:28 into overtime for a 24·21 
victory. Rafael was the NFC's third leading scorer in '79 when he won 
two games with dramatic kicks, a 22-yarder off the left upright with 
1:16 left to beat St. Lou is 22·21 (9/2) and a 22-yarder with three 
seconds remaining to top the Giants 16·14 (11/4). In 1980 he set a 
club record with 59 extra points. GAMES: 1977 (14-L.A.), 1978 (16), 
1979 (16), 1980 (16), 1981 (16), 1982 (9). Total - 88 (14-L.A.). 

COLLEGE: Septien received All-Southland Conference honors his 
final two seasons at Southwest Louisiana. He kicked nine field goals 
of more than 50 yards, including a 50-yarder on his first attempt. His 
long was 57 yards against Lamar in '74.

"Ron's a 
tough, hard-nosed, slashing-type runner," Tom Landry says. "He has 
a knack for hitting the hole and is a strong, powerful runner. He has 
good speed, catches the ball well and has improved his blocking." 
Last year Springs' best effort came in a 24-10 victory at Washington 
(12/5) in which he caught an eight-yard touchdown pass in the first ha lf 
and broke a 46-yard TD run in the closing minutes.

Last season Dennis, a 
defensive captain, had his second career regular-season touchdown in· 
terception, a 60-yarder at Minnesota (1/3/83). Two weeks later he tied 
an NFC playoff record with three interceptions to key a win over 
Green Bay (1/16), including a 39-yard touchdown return. " From day 
one, I've liked three things about Dennis," says defensive backfield 
coach Gene Stallings. "One, he's a competitor. A lot of people think

they are, but they aren't. He is. Two, he has good football sense. He 
understands the game. And ~hree he has decent enough speed to make 
the plays." A reserve cornerback his first two seasons, Thurman in 
1980 became the starting free safety, his position in college, follow­
ing Cliff Harris' retirement and an injury to Randy Hughes. His first 
interception return for a touchdown came that season at St. Louis 
(11/2) when he went 78 yards in the fourth quarter of a narrow vic­
tory. He co-led the club in interceptions in '80 with Charlie Waters with 
five.

In just 
two seasons he has become the only player to lead the NFL in inter­
ceptions in his first two years, the only Cowboys player ever to lead the 
league in interceptions twice and only the second player to lead the NFL 
two years in a row, Philadelphia's Bill Bradley being the first in 1971·72. 
Walls is one of just eight men who have led the NFL in interceptions 
twice. Nobody has led the league three times. Walls already owns the 
Pro Bowl career record of four interceptions, two in each of the past 
two games. He was an All-Rookie choice in 1981 and a consensus 
All·Pro selection in 1982. The NFL Alumni Association named Walls the 
1982 NFL defensive back of the year. Since becoming a DB as a 
high school senior in Dallas, Walls has intercepted 52 passes in seven 
seasons. "He's Superman," teammate Dennis Thurman says. "That's 
what we call him. There isn't a play he can't make." "Cubby," as he's 
known, became the starting left cornerback in the fifth game of the 
1981 season. He finished with a team-record and league-leading 11 
interceptions, breaking Mel Renfro's club mark and becoming the first 
rookie since Detroit's Lem Barney in 1967 to lead the NFL. He stole 
two more passes and recovered a fumble in the NFC Championship 
Game (1/10/82). He also became only the sixth free agent rookie 
to be voted to the Pro Bowl. Because of his knack for defending the 
pass, Walls' superior tackling ability is often overlooked. He has finished 
second to Michael Downs in solo tackles in each of the past two years.

Danny's career rating is a superb 83-1. Danny has improved steadily 
every season since taking over the starting job in 1980, leading the 
Cowboys to the N FC Championship Game three straight times. The 
Cowboys are 33-13 under White, including 5-2 in the playoffs_ He was 
the NFC's second-leading passer the past two seasons and in his first 
Pro Bowl appearance last season threw the winning touchdown pass in 
the last minute. White holds club season records for touchdown passes 
(28 in 1980) and completion percentage (63.2 in '82) and the team 
career record for completion percentage (59-0). "Danny's an excellent 
quarterback," Tom Landry says. " His knowledge of the game is unsur­
passed by any quarterback we've had.

Jim Jeffcoat was the top player on the nation's top defense last 
year. Fighting off constant double·team blocking from his defensive 
end position, Jeffcoat helped Arizona State limit opponents to 228.9 
yards per game, best in major college football in 1982. 

"He is what we call a very active player," Coach Tom Landry says. 
"He's the type who will get aggressive with you. We need that. I think 
he's going to give some people a run for their money. Ernie Stautner, 
our defensive line coach, worked him out and was very impressed. We 
have faith he will be able to replace one of our starters eventually." 

The 23rd pick of the first round, Jeffcoat was the first Arizona 
State player taken in the draft and the third defensive lineman selected 
behind Atlanta's pick of Alabama's Mike Pitts and Pittsburgh's choice 
of Texas Tech's Gabe Rivera. He is the first Arizona State player ever 
taken in the first round by the Cowboys. 

Jeffcoat was named the outstanding defensive player in Arizona 
State's Fiesta Bowl victory over Oklahoma last season after making 16 
tackles, causing one fumble and sacking Oklahoma QB Kelly Phelps 
for a safety. Jeffcoat earned first-team All·Pac 10 honors last year and 
was an honorable mention All·America pick by the Associated Press, 
United Press International and the Sporting News. He capped his college 
career with appearances in the East·West and Sen:or Bowl all·star games. 

Known for his competitiveness and determination, Jeffcoat im· 
proved rapidly after earning a starting position at noseguard in 1980. 
He switched to defensive end his junior season and anchored the Sun 
Devils' defensive front which led the Pac 10 in rushing defense (121.1 
yards per game). Jeffcoat's 10 quarterback sacks that year led the 
team. He was named honorable mention All·Pac 10. 

As a senior Jeffcoat had a career·high 95 tackles, four quarterback 
sacks, and four pass deflections. His best games came against Houston 
with 13 tackles, a sack and two pass deflections, and against Southern 
Cal and Oregon State with 12 stops in each game. He excelled against 
the run and was a fine power pass rusher. 

A native of Cliffwood, N.J., James Wilson Jeffcoat earned high 
school football All·America honors at Matawan Regional High and was 
rated the top defensive lineman in the east. He also lettered in 
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wrestling. He is one of seven children of James and Mildred Jeffcoat. 
Jim graduated from ASU with a degree in communications. He 

is interested in pursuing his master's in business administration.

A 1982 first-team All-Pac 10 defensive end, Mike Walter is pro­
jected as an outside linebacker by the Cowboys. His selection gave 
Dallas both defensive ends from last season's All-Pac 10 team. 

"He showed us great football traits, especially mentally," Tom 
Landry says. "He has very quick feet, can backpedal well and has great 
instincts. If he can make the conversion, he's going to be a very good 
linebacker." 

An enthusiastic player and natural leader, Walter was named team 
captain prior to last season, the first captain in Rich Brooks' six years 
as Oregon head coach. Walter led the Ducks with 13 quarterback sacks 
and 18 tackles for losses and was chosen Pac 10 defensive player of 
the week following Oregon's surprising 13-13 tie of Notre Dame. He 
played in the East·West and Japan Bowl all-star games after the season. 

Walter was a three-year starter at defensive end after being 
switched from linebacker during his sophomore year. He played in 44 
consecutive games for Oregon and led the Ducks' defense his final two 
years in sacks and tackles for losses. Teammates voted him club MVP 
last year. 

"His quickness overcomes his speed," said Cowboys Personnel 
Director Gil Brandt. "He runs as fast backwards as most defensive 
backs, which is saying quite a bit for a guy that size." 

Says Oregon Coach Rich Brooks, "Mike knows only one speed, 
full speed ahead. He has instinctive good judgment and understands 
his responsibilities in a team defense." 

A native of Eugene, Ore., Walter played just one year of high 
school football, but was named the most valuable player on his Shel­
don High team and in the state all-star game.

Although overshadowed by more heralded teammates Jeffcoat, 
Vernon Maxwell and Mike Richardson, Caldwell was an integral part of 
the Sun Devils' top·ranked defense in the nation last year. 

A three-year starter at ASU, Caldwell spent 1981 at Mesa Com­
munity College where he regained his academic eligibility. Upon return­
ing to ASU last year, he beat out the man who had replaced him in 
1981, Walt Bowyer, a good player who was drafted in the 10th round 
by Denver. 
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Caldwell returned an interception 20 yards for a touchdown versus 
Kansas State last season en route to gaining second-team All-Pac 10 
honors and a spot in the Japan Bowl all-star game. In 1980 he blocked 
a punt and returned it 46 yards for a touchdown against Ohio State 
and also set a school record with five fumble recoveries. 

Caldwell was regarded as one of the top schoolboy defensive 
football players in the nation when he came out of Fountain Valley 
High School in Fountain Valley, Calif., in 1978. He set a school record 
of 20 quarterback sacks in two years. He also won letters in track and 
volleyball. 

A special education major at ASU, Bryan Craig Caldwell hails from 
Westminster, Calif., also the hometown of Cowboys offensive lineman 
Glen Titensor. Bryan is an Eagle Boy Scout.

"McBackfield" with fullback Jeff McCall and a co·starter at tailback 
during parts of his junior and senior years with Cliff Austin, New 
Orleans' third round choice this year.

Taking over as Butch Woolfolk's full-time replacement last y.::ar, 
Ricks was the Big Ten's second leading rusher and the ninth leading 
ground gainer in the nation with 1,388 yards on 266 carries (5.2 per 
carry, 118.2 per game). He gained a career-high 196 yards versus 
Purdue and averaged 5.8 yards every time he handled the ball. He 
was a consensus All·Big Ten selection and an Associated Press hon· 
orable mention All-America. 

A tough inside runner and good blocker, Ricks has been compared 
to former Baltimore Colts' runner Don Nottingham. Ricks probably will 
receive a look at fullback.

His size and speed also made him a fine 
pass defender. He excelled throughout his career in Arizona's biggest 
games. He had four career interceptions and capped his college career 
with an appearance in the East-West all-star game. 

Alfred E. Gross, Jr., starred in football and basketball at Franklin 
High in Stockton, Calif. He was a two-time all-conference pick in foot­
ball and basketball and also earned all-state honors in basketball his 
senior year. He majored in correctional administration with a minor 
in public management.

Dan Taylor was a three-year starting offensive tackle who earned 
first-team All-Big Sky honors last year.

One of the finest backs in New England college football history, 
Lorenzo Bouier (pronounced boo-YAY) finished his collegiate career with 
a host of honors and 11 school records despite injuries that marred 
his junior and senior years. 

Bouier was named ECAC rookie of the year in 1979 after rushing 
for an NCAA Division 1-AA freshman record 910 yards and seven TDs 
on 212 carries. In 1980 he was voted ECAC player of the year, All-East, 
All-Yankee Conference, All-New England and NCAA Division l·AA All· 
America after rushing for 1,622 yards and nine TDs on 349 carries. 

A mid-season injury and adjustment problems to a new offense 
reduced Bouier's output to 432 yards in 1981. He began strongly last 
season with 209 yards in the season opener versus Harvard, but a 
minor leg fracture in game six held his season rushing total to 863 
yards.

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Player Personnel Guide 
Waivers 

The waiver system is a procedure by which player contracts or NFL 
rights to players are made available by a club to other clubs in the 
League. During the procedure the 27 other clubs either file claims to 
obtain the players or waive the opportunity to do so-thus the term 
"waiver." Claiming clubs are assigned players on a priority based on the 
inverse of won-and-lost standing. The claiming period normally is 10 days 
during the off-season and 24 hours from early July through December. 
In some circumstances another 24 hours is added on to allow the orig­
inal club to rescind its action (known as a recall of a waiver request) 
and/or the claiming club to do the same (known as withdrawal of a 
claim). If a player passes through waivers unclaimed and is not recalled 
by the original club, he becomes a free agent. All waivers from July 
through December are no-recall and no withdrawal. Under the Collective 
Bargaining Agreement, from February 1 through October 11 any veteran 
who has acqu:red four years of pension credit may, if about to be 
assigned to another club through the waiver system, reject such assign· 
ment and become a free agent. 
Active List 

The Active List is the principal status for players participating for a 
club. It consists of all players under contract, including option, who are 
eligible for preseason, regular season, and postseason games. Clubs 
are allowed to open training camp with an unlimited number of players 
but thereafter must meet a series of mandatory roster reductions prior 
to the season opener. Teams will be permitted to dress up to 45 players 
fer each regular season and postseason game during the 1983 season. 
The Active List maximums and dates for 1983 are: 

August 16, 60 players; August 23, 50 players; August 29, 45 players. 
Reserve List 

The Reserve List is a status for players who, for reasons of injury, 
retirement, military service, or other circumstances, are not immediately 
available for participation with a club. Those players in the category of 
Reserve/Injured who were physically unable to play football for a mini­
mum of four weeks from the date of going onto Reserve may be re-acti­
vated by their clubs upon clearing procedural recall waivers; in addition, 
each club will have three free re-activations for players meeting the four­
week requirement who were placed on Reserve following the final cut­
down. Clubs participating in postseason competition will be granted an 
additional free re-activation. Players not meeting the four-week require­
ment may not return in the same season to the Active List of the club 
which originally placed them on Reserve, but may be assigned through 
the waiver system to other clubs. Early in 1984 all clubs who had players 
on Reserve/Injured must declare a maximum of three players, from 
those meeting the four-week requirement, as tradeable in that year; 
others who were on the list cannot be traded until 1985. Players in the 
category of Reserve/Retired may not be reinstated during the period 
from 30 days before the end of the regular season on through the 
postseason.

Unrestricted trading between the AFC and NFC is allowed in 1983 
through October 11, after which all trading will end until January 30, 
1984.

1960 

NFL FRANCHISE - Clint Murchison, Jr., and Bedford Wynne were 
awarded an expansion franchise in the NFL at the annual league meeting 
in Miami Beach, Fla. The Cowboys were to play as a "swing" team, 
playing every other team one time during the first season, although 
listed in the Western Conference standings (January 28). 
COWBOYS STOCKED - A player pool was set up in a league meeting at 
L.A., with each of 12 NFL teams freezing 25 names on its roster and the 
Cowboys allowed to pick three from each team for a total of 36 veterans. 
Dallas, once given the list, had to select its 36 players within 24 hours 
(March 13). 
TRAINING STARTS - Rookies report to first Cowboys camp at Pacific U., 
in Forest Grove, Oregon (July 9). 
FIRST PRE-SEASON GAME - The Cowboys, less than six months in 
existence, get their first test and drop a 10·16 pre·season game to San 
Francisco in Seattle (August 6). 
FIRST HOME GAME - In their Dallas debut, in the Salesmanship Club 
preseason game, the Cowboys led the world champion Baltimore Colts 
into the final minute before a 62-yard pass from Johnny Unitas to 
Lenny Moore gave th.e Colts a 14-10 victory (August 19). 
FIRST VICTORY - In a preseason game at Louisville, Ky., the Cowboys 
beat New York's Giants, 14-3, with Frank Clarke catching touchdown 
passes of 73 yards (Eddie LeBaron) and 74 yards (Don Meredith) 
(August 27). 
FIRST LEAGUE GAME - In their first league game, Dallas fell to Pitts· 
burgh, 35-28, with Bobby Layne leading a fourth-period Steeler rally 
(Sept. 24, Saturday night). 
STREAK SNAPPED - Dallas snaps a 10-game loss streak by tying New 
York, 31-31, at Yankee Stadium (Dec. 4). 

1961 
TRAINING STARTS - Rookies launch training at new campsite - St. 
Olaf College in Northfield, Minn. (July 9). 
FIRST LEAGUE WIN - Scoring ten points in the final 56 seconds, the 
Cowboys score their first NFL victory, 27·24, over Pittsburgh in the '61 
league opener in the Cotton Bowl. Allen Green's 27-yard field goal on 
the game's final play won it before 23,500 (Sept. 17). 

1962 
TRAINING STARTS - Team begins training at new campsite - North· 
ern Michigan College in Marquette, Mich. (July 13). 
PENAL TY HISTORY - For the first time in anyone's memory in an NFL 
game, points were awarded for a penalty. The Cowboys were detected 
h?lding in the end zone on a 99-TD pass from LeBaron to Clarke, and 
Pittsburgh was awarded a safety. The Steelers eventually won, 30-28 
(Sept. 23). 
100-YARD FIRSTS - Cowboys Amos Marsh returned a kickoff 101 yards 
and Mike Gaechter returned a pass interception 100 yards, both plays 
for fourth-quarter TDs in a 41-19 win over Philadelphia in Dallas. It 
was the first time in NFL history that two 100-yard runs had been made 
in the same game, much less by the same team in the same quarter 
(Oct. 14). 
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1963 
SHIFT TO KANSAS CITY - The rival Dallas Texans of the AFL announce 
they are moving the franchise to Kansas City (Feb. 8). 
CALIFORNIA TRAINING SITE - The Cowboys open training at California 
Lutheran College in Thousand Oaks, Calif. (July 12). 
HOWTON SETS RECORD - Bill Howton broke Don ·Hutson's all-time 
receiving mark with a 14-yard catch against Washington (there). Hut· 
son's record was 7,991 yards and the catch gave Howton an even 
8,000 yards (Sept. 29). 

1964 
LANDRY CONTRACT - With one year to go on his original contract, 
Tom Landry is signed to a ten-year extension, in effect giving him an 
11-year pact, possibly the longest in major pro sports history (Feb. 5). 

1965 
FIRST SELLOUT - An overflow crowd of 76,251 jams the Cotton Bowl 
for the Cleveland game, notching the team's first home sellout. Cleve· 
land won, 24·17 (Nov. 21). 

1966 
PLAYOFF BOWL - After defeating New York, 38·20, in the season finale 
(and winning five of their last seven games) to get into the Playoff Bowl 
at Miami, the Cowboys fall to Baltimore, 35-3 (Jan. 15). 
MERGER - Peace comes to pro football with Cowboys GM Tex Schramm 
completing two months of negotiations with AFL's Lamar Hunt, merging 
the two leagues under the NFL banner (June 8). 
SCHRAMM ELEVATED-Texas E. Schramm, Vice-President and General 
Manager of the Cowboys from the beginning, was named President of 
the club by owner Clint Murchison, Jr., who retained the title of Chair· 
man of the Board. 
NEELY CASE SOLVED- Dallas and Houston reached agreement in the 
Ralph Neely case. Neely remained with Dallas with Houston receiving the 
Cowboys Nos. l, 2 and two fifth place picks in the 1967 draft (Nov. 17). 
THE CHAMPIONSHIP - The Cowboys won their first championship, cap· 
turing the Eastern Conference title with a 10·3·1 record, but lost the NFL 
Championship Game to Green Bay, 34·27. 

1967 
TEXAS STADIUM - On Dec. 23, owner Clint Murchison, Jr., formally 
announced plans to build Texas Stadium in suburban Irving. The sta· 
dium, to be financed through a bond-option plan, would be ready for the 
1970 season. The stadium would seat a minimum of 58,000. 
SECOND CHAMPIONSHIP - Under the NFL's new format, the Cowboys 
easily won the Capitol Division and defeated Cleveland, Century Division 
winner, 52-14, in the Cotton Bowl for the Eastern conference champion· 
ship. However, on Dec. 31 in Green Bay, the Cowboys lost their second 
bid for an NFL title, falling to the Packers, 21·17, in the 13 degree 
below weather. 

1968 
WIN CAPITOL - For the second straight year the Cowboys won the Capi· 
tol Division, but for the first time in three years the Cowboys did not win 
the Eastern Championship, being upset at Cleveland, 31·20, on Decem· 
ber 21st. Dallas won the Runner-Up Bowl over Minnesota, 17·13. 
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1969 
TEXAS STADIUM - Ground was broken for Texas Stadium in suburban 
Irving on January 25, and on June 29 Bert Rose was named general 
manager of the stadium. 
ORIGINALS RETIRE - An era ended for the Cowboys in July. On July 5th 
at a press conference in Dallas, quarterback Don Meredith, the last of 
the original Cowboys, announced his retirement. Then, on July 18th, the 
day the veterans were to report to training camp, all·time rushing great 
Don Perkins officially retired. 
REPEAT CAPITOL WINS - Once again the Cowboys rolled to the Capi· 
tol Division Championship with an 11·2·1 season. However, the Cowboys 
failed to win the Eastern Championship when on Dec. 28, the Cowboys 
lost to Cleveland, 38·14, in the Cotton Bowl. 

1970 
FIVE STRAIGHT PLAYOFFS-The Cowboys won their last five games to 
finish 10-4, claim the Eastern Division championship and make the play­
offs for the fifth year in a row. They defeated Detroit, 5·0, in the opening 
round to get a shot at the National Conference championship. 
FIRST NFC TITLE - The Cowboys captured the biggest prize of their 
11-year history on Jan. 3 when they downed San Francisco, 17·10, for 
the NFC crown. A 16-13 loss to Baltimore in the Super Bowl Jan. 17 
left Dallas with one major goal still unrealized. 

1971 
TEXAS STADIUM - The Cowboys opened a new era in their sparkling 
Irving, Tex., home with a 44-21 victory over the New England Patriots on 
October 24. Duane Thomas scored the first touchdown in the new sta­
dium, a 56-yard run just two minutes and 16 seconds after the opening 
kickoff. Attendance was 65,708. 
SIX STRAIGHT PLAYOFFS-The Cowboys won their last seven games 
to finish 11-3, claim the Eastern Division championship and make the 
playoffs for the sixth year in a row. They defeated Minnesota, 20-12, in 
the opening round. 
SECOND NFC TITLE - For the second consecutive year, the Cowboys 
met the San Francisco 49ers in the National Conference showdown. 
This time Dallas won, 14·3, to qualify for its second straight Super Bowl. 
FIRST WORLD CHAMPIONSHIP - The Cowboys downed the Miami Doi· 
phins, 24-3, to win Super Bowl VI in New Orleans on Jan. 16. It was the 
10th victory in a row for Dallas as Roger Staubach passed for two 
touchdowns and was named the game's Most Valuable Player. 

1972 
FIRST 1,000-YARD BACK - Calvir:i Hill became the first Dallas player to 
rush for 1,000 yards when he gamed 111 on Dec. 9 against the Wash· 
ington Redskins in Texas Stadium. Hill wound up with 1,036 yards for 
the season on a record 245 carries. 
SEVEN STRAIGHT PLAYOFFS - The Cowboys qualified for the NFL 
playoffs a record seventh consecutive year, their 10-4 record earning 
them the National Conference Wild Card berth. Roger Staubach passed 
for two touchdowns in the last 11/2 minutes to give the Cowboys a 30-28 
victory at San Francisco in the first round. Then, at Washington on New 
Year's Eve, Dallas was foiled in its bid for a third straight NFL title when 
the Redskins won, 26-3. 
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1973 
100 VICTORIES - The Cowboys and Coach Tom Landry recorded their 
lOoth victory with a 40-3 Texas Stadium win over the New Orleans 
Saints on Sept. 24. Landry, the only head coach the Cowboys have had, 
ended the season with a career mark of 108-80-6 to rank ninth on the 
list of the NFL's all-time winningest coaches. 
EIGHT STRAIGHT PLAYOFFS - The Cowboys regained the NFC Eastern 
Division title with a 10-4 record and broke their own NFL record by 
reaching the playoffs for the eighth year in a row. Dallas defeated West­
ern Division champion Los Angeles in the first round, 27·16, but fell to 
Central Division winner Minnesota in the NFC Championship Game, 
27-10. 

1974 
FIRST TOP DRAFT CHOICE - For the first time in their history, the 
Cowboys had the very first choice in the NFL college draft. The No. 1 
pick came to Dallas from Houston in exchange for Tody Smith and Billy 
Parks. The Cowboys selected Ed "Too Tall" Jones, a 6-9, 260-pound 
defensive end from Tennessee State. 
PLAYOFFS MISSED-The Cowboys' record-breaking string of eight 
straight years in the NFL playoffs was broken when the club's 8-6 record 
failed to qualify. 

1975 
LILLY HONORED - "Mr. Cowboy" was honcred on Bob Lilly Day at 
Texas Stadium at halftime of the Philadelphia game on Nov. 23. It was 
the first such recognition ever given to ~ Dallas player. Lilly never 
missed a game in 14 years with the Cowboys, earning All-Pro honors 
seven times at defensive tackle before retiring prior to the '75 season. 
TEN STRAIGHT WINNING SEASONS - The Cowboys' 10-4 record earned 
them the NFC Wild Card berth in the playoffs. The composite record 
over 10 straight winning seasons was 101-37-2. 
THIRD NFC TITLE -After shocking Minnesota in the first round, 17-14 
on Roger Staubach's 50-yard "Hail Mary" pass to Drew Pearson, the 
Cowboys traveled to Los Angeles for the NFC showdown. Staubach threw 
four touchdown passes, three to Preston Pearson, and Dallas won, 37-7. 
Pittsburgh won Super Bowl X on Jan. 18 in Miami, 21-17. 

1976 
MEREDITH, PERKINS HONORED - Former Cowboys greats Don Mere­
dith and Don Perkins joined Bob Lilly in the "Ring of Honor" at Texas 
Stadium during halftime ceremonies at the New York Giants game on 
Nov. 7. 
ELEVEN STRAIGHT WINNING SEASONS - The Cowboys won the NFC 
Eastern Division title with their 11-3 record, giving them their 11th 
straight winning season and loth playoff berth in that period. A 14-12 
first round loss to Los Angeles - the first time Dallas had lost in the 
first round under the current playoff setup - ended the season. 

1977 
HOWLEY HONORED - Former All-Pro linebacker Chuck Howley, a Cow· 
boy from 1961 through 1973, became the fourth member of the Ring 
of Honor. Howley was honored during ceremonies at halftime of the 
Detroit Lions game on Oct. 30. 
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TWELVE STRAIGHT WINNING SEASONS - Getting off to an 8-0 start, 
their best ever, the Cowboys rolled to a 12-2 record, the championship 
of the NFC East, and their 12th consecutive winning season. They 
opened their 11th visit to the playoffs in those 12 years with a 37·7 
first-round victory over the Chicago Bears at Texas Stadium. 

FOURTH NFC TITLE- Dallas crushed the Minnesota Vikings at Texas 
Stadium, 23-6, for National Conference crown No. 4 and the right to 
meet the Denver Broncos in Super Bowl XII. 

SECOND WORLD CHAMPIONSHIP - The Cowboys stopped the Denver 
Broncos 27-10, to win Super Bowl XII in New Orleans on January 15, 
1978. I~ the process, Dallas tied Minnesota for most Super Bowl 
appearances (four) and Green Bay, Miami and Pittsburgh for most 
Super Bowl victories (two). Defensive linemen Harvey Martin and Randy 
White were named co-Most Valuable Players in the game. 

1978 
THIRTEEN STRAIGHT WINNING SEASONS - After a mediocre 6-4 start, 
the Cowboys won six straight games to finish the expanded regular 
season with a 12-4 record and their 10th division crown. It marked 
the Cowboys' 13th consecutive winning season and 12th trip to the 
playoffs in that span. Dallas rallied to beat Atlanta 27-20 in a divisional 
playoff at Texas Stadium, sending the Cowboys to their seventh NFC 
championship game in the past nine years. 
FIFTH NFC TITLE - Dallas shut out the Rams in Los Angeles 28-0 in 
the National Conference title game to advance to the Super Bowl a 
record fifth time, including three of the last four. In the first Super 
Bowl rematch, Pittsburgh edged the Cowboys 35-31 for the NFL 
championship on Jan. 21 in Miami's Orange Bowl. 

1979 
TWENTIETH ANNIVERSARY - The Cowboys celebrated their 20th 
anniversary season at halftime of the St. Louis Cardinals game at Texas 
Stadium on Oct. 21. Stars from each of those 20 seasons plus Coach 
Tom Landry were introduced during the halftime ceremonies. 

FOURTH STRAIGHT NFC EAST TITLE - Rallying from a mid-season 
slump, the Cowboys won their final three games to finish with an 11-5 
record, their 11th division championship, including the past four NFC 
East titles, and 14th consecutive winning season. The Cowboys made 
their 13th trip to the playoffs in those 14 years, but were eliminated by 
Los Angeles 21-19 in a divisional playoff at Texas Stadium. 

1980 
STAUBACH RETIRES - At a press conference at Texas Stadium on 
March 31, quarterback Roger Staubach announced his retirement after 
11 record-breaking years with the Cowboys. Staubach held all major 
Cowboys passing records and was the all-time leading NFL passer. 

LILLY ENTERS HALL OF FAME - Bob Lilly, a seven-time All-Pro de-

tensive tackle in his 14-year career with the Cowboys from 1961-74, 
became the first Cowboys-only player to be inducted into the Pro 
Football Hall of Fame. Enshrined along with Lilly on Aug. 2 at Canton, 
Ohio, were Herb Adderley, who played for the Cowboys from 1970-72, 
Jim Otto and Deacon Jones. 
FIFTEEN STRAIGHT WINNING SEASONS - Behind new starting quar­
terback Danny White, the Cowboys rolled to their 15th consecutive 
winning season with a surprising 12-4 record, tied for best in the 
league with Philadelphia and Atlanta. The Cowboys lost the NFC East 
title to Philadelphia on a tie-breaker, but entered the playoffs for the 
14th time in 15 vears, this time as a wild card team. The Cowboys 
beat Los Angeles 34-13 at Texas Stadium in the NFC Wild Card 
Game and rallied past the Falcons at Atlanta 30-27 to advance to 
the NFC Championship Game at Philadelphia. But the Cowboys lost 
20·7 in their bid for a sixth Super Bowl appearance. 

LANDRY'S 200th VICTORY - Tom Landry joined George Halas and 
Curly Lambeau as the only coaches with 200 NFL victories when the 
Cowboys beat Los Angeles 34-13 on Dec. 28 at Texas Stadium in the 
NFC Wild Card Game, raising Landry's record to 200-119-6, counting 
regular season and playoff games.

RENFRO HONORED - Former All·Pro defensive back Mel Renfro, the 
Cowboys' all-time leading pass interceptor, became the fifth member of 
the Cowboys' Ring of Honor. Renfro, who played for Dallas from 1964 
through 1977, was honored during halftime ceremonies of the Cowboys· 
Miami Dolphins game at Texas Stadium Oct. 25. 

TWELFTH DIVISION CHAMPIONSHIP - The Cowboys regained the NFC 
Eastern Division Championship, their 12th division title since 1966, with 
a 12-4 record and tied Oakland's NFL mark of 16 consecutive winning 
seasons. Entering the playoffs for the 15th time in that span, the Cow­
boys advanced to the NFC Championship Game for the ninth time in 12 
years by routing Tampa Bay 38-0 at Texas Stadium. But for the second 
year in a row Dallas lost the conference title game. San Francisco scored 
a last-minute touchdown at Candlestick Park to edge the Cowboys 28-27 
for a berth in Super Bowl XVI.

200TH REGULAR-SEASON VICTORY - The Cowboys beat Washington 
24·10 at RFK Stadium on Dec. 5 for the club's and Coach Tom Landry's 
200th regular-season victory. 

SEVENTEEN STRAIGHT WINNING SEASONS - The Cowboys finish the 
strike-shortened regular season with a 6-3 record to establish an NFL 
record of 17 consecutive winning seasons. Entering the playoffs for a 
record-tying eighth straight year and for the 16th time in 17 years, the 
Cowboys beat Tampa Bay 30-17 and Green Bay 37·26, both at Texas 
Stadium, to advance to the NFC Championship Game for the third year 
in a row. But again the Cowboys come up short, losing 31·17 at Wash· 
ington.

Although the Cowboys have had sideline cheerleaders since their 
first season, the current phenomenon of the Cowboys Cheerleaders 
did not begin its rise until 1975. 

The Cowboys saw the opportunity to develop a more exciting form 
of sideline entertainment for football fans. A decision was made to 
increase the size of the cheerleading squad by holding open auditions 
in the spring of 1976. About 250 women came to Texas Stadium that 
year. The number of applicants annually now exceeds 2,000. 

In capturing the imaginations of people everywhere, the multi· 
talented Cheerleaders have made numerous national television appear· 
ances, including two highly rated made·for·lV movies about the squad 
and two special "Love Boat" episodes. The Cheerleaders also have 
appeared at many charity events and state fairs around the nation. 

The Cowboys Cheerleaders also are popular around the world. 
The squad made its first overseas tour in December 1978, a well· 
received 10-day visit to Japan. Since 1979 the Cheerleaders have made 
eight very successful tours of United States military bases in Korea, 
West Germany, Greece, Turkey, the Philippines, Lebanon and the 
Indian Ocean for the United Services Organization (USO) and the De­
partment of Defense.
